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Two phrases I relate very intimately to e-Learning and I believe in them; they are:

“We will evolve as integral human and social beings, only changing through Learning in Community (Networks)"  De Agostini S., Giancarlo (2005), and

"Where there are Networks there exists Life" De Agostini S., Giancarlo (2014), MOOC Congress, Quito, Ecuador.

An online work during several years has led me to define e-Learning as:

"A DISTANCE EDUCATION WITHOUT DISTANCES"
(with ICT support)
“ICT supported virtual distance education or online learning (e-Learning) is a collaborative teaching-learning process among students and teachers, based on group and individual assignments, essentially through asynchronous motivating and participatory activities, technologically ICT (Information and Communication Technologies) mediated with the support of interactive synchronous and asynchronous resources (WEB2) with active multimedia contents, in order to create an inclusive learning socio-critical community (social network), generating compromise and knowledge, constructively in diversity”  Quito, 2004.

I believe this definition serves very well for Massive eLearning or Me-Learning or MOOC-Learning with its different categories.

NOTE:  Nowadays I prefer to call ICT as "LKT", which represents: 
              Learning and Knowledge Technologies, since they have actually evolve from just   Information and Communication Technologies to more powerful tools.
